
Pre-K 3-year-old School Supply List: 
½ Day students and Full day students: 

• 5 Glue sticks (Elmer’s are preferred) 
• 1 box of washable markers 8 or 12 count (Crayola= easier clean up) 
• 1 box of Crayons (12 count or 24 count) 
• 2 twin pocket portfolio folder (plastic or laminated will last longer) 
• 1 spiral notebook (one subject or 70 sheets) (9”x11” works best) 
• 2 expo markers with an old sock (used as an eraser) 
• 1 bookbag 
• 2 packs of baby wipes 
• 1 roll of paper towels 
• 2 bottle of Clorox wipes  
• 1 box of Tissues  
• 1 cans of Lysol  
• 1 non-spill water bottle (to be used for snack) 
• 1 box of envelopes to keep at home (this is for you to send me notes or to send in 

money of lunch and Nut day) (Nut= no uniform to school) 
Full day students: 

• Lunch box  
• Nap Mat- must be 19”x45”x5/8” to fit into the storage space. We do have a small 

supply at the school.
