To see if a book is a good fit, open to a page. If there are 5 words or more
that your child can’t read, it is too frustrating.

Read harder books aloud to your child to model good reading behaviors,
such as stopping at punctuation and using expression.

Discuss unknown vocabulary, and how your child could figure out what it
means, by using the rest of the context.
